
 

SOUTH OAKLAND SHELTER 

Ending Homelessness Every Day 

 

Program Highlights: 
· Our emergency shelter served 
2,601 meals and provided 867 
nights of shelter. 
 

· 93 people received in-home 
case management and support 
services through our follow-up 
care program. 
 

· 78 families no longer face  
eviction and 27 families were  
protected from utility shutoffs. 

 

· 7 people exited the shelter and 
moved into housing. 
 

· 14 people met with our Health 
Care Coordinator for one-on-
one consultation and referrals. 
 

· Volunteers helped provide  
furniture and moving support to 
4 recently housed families. 
 

· 8 people attended mindfulness 
yoga sessions. 

 

· HandUp Detroit launched 
the Metro Detroit Housing Fund 
campaign to support urgent 
needs of clients from all  
participating HandUp Detroit 
partners.
